My wife and | were working the
check in table and unfortunately we had to turn some people away with
crayfish. | thought | would take a minute to let everyone know why this is. On
Sept. 1, 2009 Wisconsin enacted the Invasive Species Identification,
Classification and Control Rule (NR40). With this rule ALL nonnative fish and
crayfish are considered prohibited in the state of Wisconsin unless they fulfill
one of three criteria.

1. An established species already listed specifically as restricted.

2. Part of an established aquaculture industry or non native viable fish
species legally sold in the aquarium trade (koi and goldfish) are considered
restricted.

3. Fish and crayfish that cannot survive (nonviable) in water temperatures
below 38 degrees F or cannot survive in freshwater.

The last point #3 is the one that allows us to maintain tropical fish in our
home aquariums. But since many popular aquarium crayfish species can
survive in water below 38 degrees and are not native to Wisconsin they are
considered prohibited which makes the possession, transfer, introduction, or
transport of these animals without a permit illegal. Henceforth they are not
allowed to be in the auction (and you really shouldn’t have them). | would
recommend steaming them and then eating the tails with a little butter.



| have also received some comments on the popular Naja grass plant we
all use in our aquariums. This plant is not restricted as it is Naja guadalupensis

or the Southern Naiad. Another plant in this genus (Naja minor) or Brittle Naiad
is prohibited however.

Well | hope that clears up any confusion. Thanks everybody and | will see
you at the next MAS meeting!

Aquarium Filters Part 4

If power filters are the Chevy’s of the aquarium filter market this next
column is dedicated to the Cadillac. | am of course talking about Canister
Filters!

This type of filter has been around since 1949 and was originally
developed by a German man named Gunter Eheim. Eheim took a water pump
that was originally developed for use on water features for model railways and
mated it with a sealed canister to create the first canister filter. Since then
there have been many designs that basically change the water flow path or
“guts” of the canister but the basic concept is still the same as Eheim’s original
design.

A canister filter consists of 4 main parts:

1. An intake tube that siphons water from the aquarium and connects it
to the filter.

2. A canister filled with a suitable filtration media.

3. A motor unit to pump the water back to the aquarium.

4. An outlet tube to return the water from the canister back to the tank.

In order for a canister to work all units must first be primed. Priming
involves removing the air from the canister and creating a vacuum which will in
turn siphon water from the aquarium through the intake tube to feed water to
the canister. In the old days the simplest method of priming a canister was
simply to suck on the outlet tube. Many people would consider putting their
lips around a slimy, algae covered outlet tube one of the grossest things they
ever needed to do. As a result manufacturers came up with a number of
different devices for priming the canister. The most popular method today is
the priming pump which basically allows the user to pump the air out of the
system manually. This is found on Eheim™ Pro series, Marineland™ C series,
and Fluval™ 04 and 05 series canister filters. In almost all types of canisters
the motor unit is located on top of the canister body. There is however one
exception to the rule of course. That would be the Marineland™ Magnum™
series canisters. Magnums have the impeller located on the bottom. This
allows the unit to be self priming. Simply fill the unit with water, turn it on, and
the pump will evacuate the air from the lines and prime itself without any



pumping or sucking. These filters are excellent mechanical filters but they do
not maximize the space inside the canister as well as other more traditional
style units where the water rises from the bottom to the top and then out.
There is also a danger of carbon or other particulate debris settling into the
magnetic impeller chamber that can cause damage to the magnet.

So now that we know how a canister works what makes them the
“Cadillac” of aquarium filters? There are many reasons why they are so
revered.

1. They have an enormous media capacity. The amount of media that a
canister can hold is many times that of a power filter. More media
equals more biological surface area, more adsorptive chemical media,
and more mechanical filtration area to extend time before clogging.

2. They are unobtrusive in the aquarium. The canister can be discretely
hidden inside a cabinet and the tubing and lines can be discretely
hidden behind décor.

3. They are extremely quiet. Most canisters are many times quieter than
comparable power filters.

4. They can go a long time between changes. While channeling of the
water around clogged media will reduce the efficiency of the filter it is
not uncommon to find aquariums running on canister filters that have
not been changed in months and even years. | routinely run my
Eheim™ 2215 on my corner tank for 2-3 months between changes.
Although | pay for it come cleaning time as | scoop out handfuls of
brown muck trapped in the filter!

So nothing is perfect. Canisters do have some disadvantages. All that
media and complexity have a cost. Canister filters on average cost two, three,
and as much as ten times what a similar power filter would cost up front. They
also have O rings and hose connections that seal the motor unit to the canister
that can leak and cause a flood if defective or not maintained well. And lastly
the cleaning process takes a lot longer (especially if you let it go a long time)
than a simple sponge filter or power filter requires. Often you have to break
the entire canister down and clean the gunk out of each layer to restore it back
to peak performance.

Canisters come in all shapes and sizes. Designs such as the Rena™
Filstar™ and Eheim™ 2200 series are very similar to the original Eheim design
from the 1950’s. Ultra Modern canisters such as the Fluval™ G5, G6 and the
Eheim™ Pro 3 Electronic, incorporate computers which allow you to monitor the
aquarium parameters, adjust flow rate, and set cleaning intervals in order to



maintain the peak performance of the filters. Pretty soon you will probably be
able to hook your iPhone™ up to it and make cell phone calls too!

While they may not be cost effective for every aquarium, canister filters
are an excellent choice for the middle to large sized aquarium or for the display
tank in the living room where you just want to sit and watch your fish swim in
their quiet and peaceful underwater home.

H & DAS (Hamilton and District Aquarium Society, January 2011.
Sturisomatichthys sp. Columbia 1 by Charles Drew. This article about Charles
breeding of this whiptail catfish called the Black Sided Whiptail Catfish at
Charles’ local fish store. Charles says his fish ate earthworm sticks, meat wafers
and blood worms, not much in terms of vegetables as indicated in his catfish
atlas. The fish spawned on the glass and after a few attempts Charles was able
to figure out the secret to keep these fry alive. He had some success with
keeping these fry along with other ancistrus fry that he thinks may have
encouraged the whiptail fry to forage for food on the tanks sandy bottom. He is
also going to try gathering surface gravel and pebbles from a clean stream that
may have biomass for the fry to feed on. Please try this at your own risk. You
could also try introducing moss covered rocks and driftwood from an
established tank to your fry which may be a safer option than risking organisms
or infections from a stream into your aquarium.

H & DAS (Hamilton and District Aquarium Society) February 2011. Preventing
Fish Loss by Charles Drew. What a great topic, we could all do with less fish
loss. Just bought fish home from the store, auction or swap meet? Charles
advocates quarantining your new fish for at least 3 weeks prior to introducing
them to the rest of your fish. This would mean you have to have at least one
available quarantine tank. Charles ends with saying that you should carefully
look at our fish for signs of disease like white ich spots, sunken in stomachs



which is a sign that the fish have not been eating or fish that appear not to be
swimming uncharacteristically slow or irregularly. | think this should be up
towards the front of the article, even if this is an impulse buy, make sure to the
best of your knowledge. If these fish are new to you do your research at the
swap or auction, ask if the breeder is around this is a time honored means to
get great first hand information right from the expert. He also suggests using
mild medications during this quarantine period since the fish is stressed and
has a weakened immune system thereby making it vulnerable to infections.
Charles also goes onto describe how the conditions under which the fish are
shipped contribute to their stress. | can imagine that a fish undergoes quite a
bit of stress besides the stress of being starved, netted and packed into a bag
in close quarters with dozens of other fish to reduce shipping volume, the fish
could also experience a myriad of other sensations never felt before in their
lives from vehicle vibrations, bumps from being loaded and unloaded or the
shipping box moving around, cold or heat depending on the weather or
warehouse temperature. Charles advises checking the pH and using a drip
system to acclimate the fish to your local water. | have also seen the get that
fish out of the filthy bag water and into some fresh clean water as soon as the
temperature is equated, method work quite well. | would also add that you
should probably throw away the store water or mixed water if you were using
the drip method as this water probably has a higher amount of fish waste from
the fish being transported in a relatively small volume of water. | will also add
please label your fish in detail especially collection location and person you
bought them from, this will help later when identifying fry or color morphs for
BAP (breeder’s award program). | can’t tell you how many times | have seen
mislabeled fish, this can be funny at an auction when you see all the creative
names. But in all seriousness this could mean a wrongly named fish gets spread
around your club and this really does a disservice to the hobby and the fish.

H & DAS (Hamilton and District Aquarium Society) February 2011.
Apistogramma Barlowi, The Mouthbrooding Apisto by Jessica Bullock. A very
nice article on this little jewel of an Apistogramma from Northern Peru. Jessica
gives a very detailed account of the fish and its native habitat. These fish were
housed in a 15 gal tank with fine silica sand, clay pots and java moss with 75%
RO water at 80 F. Jessica enjoys these fish’s behavior from the female turning a
bright yellow at spawning time, to their being at the front of the glass begging
for food and above all their excellent fry care.
